Team Captains & Bowling Teams
All bowlers will bowl on five person team. Each team will be championed by a team captain. Team
captains will be responsible for recruiting bowlers for their team, encouraging their team members to
get pledges, distributing pledge forms and returning all pledges. Each team captain will register as a
captain with Jeff and receive a brief training about how to recruit and organize a team. All materials
needed to form a team will be provided.
